· The Motions Review Committee's responsibilities are limited to those Council sessions allocated to the debate of motions.

· The committee comprises five members elected by the Annual General Meeting (AGM) from members of the current General Council (or of the previous year’s council) plus two appointees from the board of trustees.  Committee members hold office for one year at a time but there is no limit to the number of years they can serve on the committee. The committee meets twice a year ahead of the AGM.

· The committee decides in a fair and unbiased way the order in which the motions will be debated to ensure that, in the event of there being insufficient time to debate all the motions that have been submitted, those motions which the committee believes will be of greatest importance to Council members will be considered.

· Another role of the committee is to clarify poorly worded motions, to help to ensure better informed debate. Other powers are ruling out of order motions similar to those debated at either of the two previous AGMs unless the subject is topical, and compositing similar motions to make best use of the limited time available for debate.


Completing the form

· A candidate must be a member of the forthcoming General Council or the prior year’s General Council.

· A candidate cannot be a continuing trustee or standing for election to the Board of Trustees.  

· A candidate must be nominated by any two Council members. 

· A member may nominate only one candidate for election to the committee. 

· Scanned signatures are acceptable. Alternatively, proposers may email confirmation of support to simon.kellas@ramblers.org.uk.


Supporting statement (up to 200 words)

· Candidates are invited to provide a short statement in support of the nomination.  

· Your statement will not be edited except to format it for inclusion in the General Council papers. Please ensure that you do not exceed the stated word limit for each question. All words after the limit will be removed from the statement without any alteration or sense check of the remaining words. 

Submitting your nomination

· Nomination forms should be emailed to simon.kellas@ramblers.org.uk.

· All nominations will be reviewed to ensure that both candidates and proposers meet the eligibility criteria, and that the nomination was received in time. · We confirm receipt of nominations so please get in touch if you do not receive confirmation. 


Election process 

· If your nomination is valid, your name and supporting statement will go forward to appear in the General Council AGM papers. 

· If there are more than five candidates, then a ballot will be held and General Council will vote for the committee members at the General Council AGM at the Birmingham NEC on 25 April. The results are announced at the AGM.
